Jersey Carp Classics 2010
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As the first ever carp competition in Jersey was about to start there was a lot of excitement throughout the carp community, and a real buzz about the future of carp fishing on the island, and the potential of the competition becoming a huge success for Jersey.

0800 – 0900
 walk around and rules

930 – 1000

 peg draws

1000-1200

preparing and baiting chosen swims

1200 match begins… its hot weather and the fish are showing at the dam wall near pegs 4,5,6 and 7.  An hour into the match and peg 4 (John Sweeney) 14lb mirror and an early lead, on pepperoni under a tree line on the same bank.  

As the day rolls on the sun is making the fish start to show themselves and pegs 4,5,6 and 7 start to look favourites to bag another and secure an early lead.

Just as the temperature drops peg 7 (Paul Clark) gets a 24lb 4oz mirror (swampy) the biggest fish in the water on a spod pellet and boilie mix to secure a good lead which only two fish could beat.

No further action through the first night as the temperature drops and the action on the water beginning to slow down.

Overcast start to the first morning, which cleared by 10 o clock and another hot day starts to unfold.  For the first time there was an odd show of fish down near the shallows at peg 1.  

As evening approaches the temperature drops and the clouds rolled in and the chance of a bit of rain through the night made pegs 2, 3 9 and 10 a bit more hopeful of the fish splitting up and going on the feed mid water.

1200 peg 1 (Tom Dixon) 19lb 14oz mirror fell to a bed of particles, boillie and pellet, securing second place with 24hours to go.

0810 peg 1 (Tom Dixon) he’s off again and a 15lb ghosty was shortly in the net to take the lead with 34lb 14oz of fish.

0930 peg 10 (Andy Crawford) has a flyer, which turns out to be 17lb 2oz ghosty which fell to maize, tigers and boillie and secured 3rd place.    

Only one fish off peg 4, 7 or 10 could change the outcome now.  The last three hours became more important than ever to try and get 1st place.

1200 and no further fish, the match finishes and peg 1, (Tom Dixon) wins with 34lb 14oz with two fish.  Peg 7 (Paul Clark) takes 2nd with 24lb 4oz with one fish.  Peg 10 (Andy Crawford) takes 3rd with 17lb 2oz with one fish.  Peg 4 which took an early lead (John Sweeney) with a 14lb mirror carp finished 4th.
